DA'AWAH COORDINATION COUNCIL OF NIGERIA (DCCN) journey so far



Preamble
The Da'awah Coordination Council of Nigeria is an umbrella Organization of Da'awah Organizations in Nigeria with 48 Members spread across Nigeria, established for the purposes of coordination, networking and collaboration among Member and Non Member organizations; the pioneer President was Shaikh Ahmad Lemu and the current President is Mallam Muhammad Lawal Maidoki.

His Eminence the Sultan Alhaji Sa'ad Abubakar requested the Council to joined ongoing effort for Polio eradication,  in collaboration with Northern Traditional Leaders Committee (NTLC)  on  Polio Eradication, DCCN organized a three day  Roundtable Discussion, 13th- 15th November 2013,at Asaa Pyramid Hotel, Kaduna North, Kaduna. Which was aimed at repositioning the Muslim Ummah in Nigeria on the issue of polio eradication and other Health related challenges; 32 Islamic Organizations attended the program and in which 5 are non member organizations and 27 member organizations while 11 sent apology.
The outcome of the round table among others was the setting up of two committees, namely Strategic and Advocacy Committee & Verification and Monitoring Committee.

 The Council in conjunction with  National Polio Eradication Emergency Operations Centre held a  Planning Meeting on  13 March, 2014 at  Aso Hall, Rockview Classic, Wuse2, Abuja, the outcome was  a comprehensive  implementable working document that covered  from April  to December, 2014.

The Council participated in a one day consultative meeting for Traditional Rulers and Religious Leaders organized by the National Primary Health Care Development Agency (NPHCDA) and Partners to sensitize the critical stakeholders on proposed introduction of the inactivated Polio Vaccine (IPV) into its national immunization program from 1st December 2014. The meeting was held on 5th May, 2014 at Abuja.

We held a project review meeting with the partners on 3rd July, 2014.  The aim among others is to review the action plan and sort out some grey areas on the implementation.

IPDs Projects: 
As part of the work plan the Council mobilized her Members to participate in the Sub-National Immunization Days, as community advocators and vaccine cool chain monitoring, after an in-house training at EOC Abuja on 21st May, 2014. The exercises were conducted successful and reports sent to EOC and shared with UNICEF. The summary of the IPDs activities is as follows:
